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1. LBBW Bank CZ in the Czech Republic

The bank has been present on the Czech banking market since 1991, and over the years it has established a firm position as a modern and universal commercial bank, providing top-class services and reacting promptly to all the needs of its customers. 

In the past, the bank has changed both its shareholder and its name. Under the name of LBBW Bank CZ a.s. it is known as of September 17, 2008. Until this time, the bank was active on the Czech market under the name of BAWAG Bank CZ a.s., which was created on March 31, 2005 by the merger of BAWAG Bank CZ a.s. (formerly Interbanka, akciová společnost) and BAWAG International Bank CZ a.s. (formerly Dresdner Bank CZ a.s.). Up until August 31, 2008, BAWAG Bank CZ a.s. was part of BAWAG PSK, an Austrian financial group. 

The bank currently has 20 branches located in the main country regions (see map). Selected branches are open also at the weekends. The bank is known for its innovative and advantageous products in the field of loans (consumer loans for refinancing current loans, mortgage refinancing) and deposit products (such as saving account with high interest rate and free additional services).
LBBW Bank received several awards and recognitions: in 2011, apart from successful recognition of its products, it took the third place in the Best Bank 2011 competition in the category Most Client-Friendly Bank 2011 and its 5 for 50 package account was recognised as the most convenient account in the category Costs per account.
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In 2009 LBBW Bank´s savings account was awarded with bronze medal in Zlata Koruna 2009 awards. Competition Top Bank 2009 held by economic daily Hospodarske noviny awarded LBBW Bank with the sixth position among the ten best banks in the Czech Republic. In 2010, in the same competition, LBBW Bank was highlighted as a bank offering the best account on the market according to costs for both active and less active conservative clients. In 2008, the bank was selected and awarded by experts as the Third Most Dynamic Bank of the Year 2008. In the ranking of “Navigator of Safe Loan” prepared by Charles University and consulting company EEIP, LBBW Bank reached the second highest score. The aim of the Navigator is to inform about credibility of companies active on the financial market providing loans. The higher the total score (the highest score is ten, the lowest zero), the more credible and thus less risky is the institution for client. LBBW Bank reached the second highest score with 9.33 points.
